A Commitment to Student Learning and Achievement
Fielded Experience: 
During my thirty hours of observation in Ms. Check’s kindergarten class at Parkview Elementary School, I noticed that the student’s seemed to display an over all love of learning. Mrs. Check has an effective system that helps the students’ achievement levels grow.  She begins each afternoon with a fun learning activity.  The students are given the instructions and are allowed to work quietly with their surrounding peers.  If all the students complete their work in a timely manner and have displayed the desired behavior, Ms. Check places two marbles in their pizza party jar.  This teaching method encourages the students to complete their work and also teaches them discipline. They are also given the positive reinforcement of enjoying a pizza party when the jar is full. 
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Reflection: 

A child’s education is an important part of their growth.  I have noticed that every student has the ability to learn and grow as long as the information given to them is clear.  It is important as a teacher to explain information to students and notice if any students are struggling. For those students who are struggling, identifying what they are struggling with and explaining the information in a way that is clear to them is a key to their success.
