Knowledge of Subject Matter and Pedagogy

Field Experience: 

The students’ achievement, along with becoming independent learners and problem solvers, is the most important part of the curriculum for her kindergarten class at Parkview Elementary School according to Ms. Check.  She follows a consistent teaching procedure to help the students become used to routine. In the morning each student is expected to take out their ‘morning warm-up’ booklet and begin their work.  The ‘morning warm-up’ booklet is divided into five sections: a calendar, a weather chart, a graph of the amount of days into the school year, along with letter and number tracing. Each student is expected to complete one exercise in each section daily.  To help the students complete these sections on their own, Ms. Check has the answers displayed on the white board in the front of the classroom.  This allows the student to feel as though they can complete their assignment independently and also helps the students with self-esteem. 
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Reflection: 

Parkview Elementary School is filled with students who have strong educational futures.  The faculty promotes and assists their students in becoming independent learners and problem solvers. I feel that this is important in every student’s educational career.  The ability to complete a task independently provides the foundation for future educational experiences.
